Recommandations

Promouvoir le droit & l'alimentation pour tous au sein de
I'Union européenne pour gue l'ensemble des citoyens se
reapproprie les questions d'alimentation

En tant que tel, le droit a l'alimentation ne figure dans aucune constitution
nationale au sein des Etats membres de I'Union. Il ne figure pas non plus
dans la Charte eurcpéenne des droits fondamentaux.

Or, les lignes bougent : dans sa résolution du 14 juin 2023 issue du rapport
Mortler et intitulée « Garantir la sécurité alimentaire et la résilience a long
terme de I'agriculture de I'UE »*, le Parlement européen soulignait que le droit
& l'alimentation était reconnu en droit international et faisait partie du droit &
un niveau de vie suffisant, et invitait la Commission « & présenter sans retard
un plan stratégique global pour garantir la sécurité alimentaire de I'Union » ;
en septembre 2024, la nouvelle Commission européenne choisit d'ajouter
I'alimentation & I'intitulé du Commissaire & I'Agriculture ; en octobre 2024,
I'Assemblée parlementaire du Conseil de I'Europe recommandait aux Etats
du continent I'adoption de lois-cadres nationales consacrant le droit &
Ialimentation (résolution 2577) ; en juillet 2025, la Commission approuvait
IInitictive Citoyenne Européenne (ICE) « L'alimentation est un droit humain
pour toutes et tous ! Garantir des systémes alimentaires sains, justes et
durables », reconnaissant gue ses objectifs relévent bien des domaines de
compétences de I'UE.

Dés lors, nous recommandons:
1. De reconnaitre le droit @ I'alimentation dans les socles européens des
droits sociaux et fondamentaux ;

2 D'opérationnaliser I'intégration du droit a I'alimentation dans les
pelitiques européennes et dans les cadres juridiques nationaux, ainsi
que l'adoption de lois-cadres nationales visant a le concrétiser ;

3. De promouvoir la diffusion de I'lCE « L'alimentation est un droit humain
pour toutes et tous ! Garantir des systémes alimentaires sains, justes et
durables » et d'assurer un débat démocratique autour de ces enjeux;

4. D'intégrer les mangeurs précaires & chagque étape des réflexions autour
de I'accés a une alimentation pour toutes et tous.
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Find our recommendations around
four themes:

e Promote the right to food for all
within the European Union so that
all citizens can reclaim
responsibility for food issues.

¢ Foster the development of new
food aid models by supporting the
social and solidarity economy at
the European level.

e Support the processes of supply
diversification and the transition
of the economic model of food aid
structures by strengthening
synergies with the agricultural
sector, SSE actors, and European
political institutions.

e Encourage Member States to
adopt best practices in terms of
actions aimed at strengthening the
food aid sector.
